The Executive Director then expanded on the two target areas for
investment (Coaching and Officiating), and reinforced that invested funds would be restricted
for purpose and not be considered discretionary by the Society.
Question (Croft) regrding the potential for members to not renew due to the increases
proposed, emphasizing that it is not just the-@3ncrease for BC but also the potential for the
same increase for FHC. The FHBC Executive Director reinforced that such consideration had
been taken into account by both FHBC and FHC and it is hoped that members will see the value
in this targeted investment strategy.

20162017 marked the second year of the North Shore Academy program in the North Vancouver
School District. It was the ingural year of the Field Hockey Academy in the West Vancouver School
District. The program invites girls and boys from school grades 8 to 12 to train during school hours and
have the opportunity to dovetail into the Field Hockey BC Regional Program aridqgiabpathway.

Training

The Academy runs from September to June and athletes train both indoor and outdoor. Around 95
hours of outdoor training took place at Rutledge field in West Vancouver and around 25 hours of indoor
activity, such as education, @g science, strength and conditioning and other curriculum elements,
took place within schools and community facilities.

Pathway to Regional and Provincial Programs

The Academy Program (curriculum) mirrors the Regional Program; that is, athletes lelade\aiop

their technical and tactical skill and strive to achieve fitness standards in order to become eligible for the
spring Regional Tournament and summer Provincial Program.
